Overseas entrants must be financial members of an ISU member skating
organisation and/or its affiliates, as required by their national
organisation; the membership must be valid during the full competition
period.

PPC Must be submitted with entry forms by the closing date for all
divisions except Aussie Skate and Solo Dance. Entries without PPC will
not be accepted
